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Code of Conduct
The Portage College Athletics and Recreation Code of Conduct is a “required” document that outlines the general behavior of ALL student-athletes, coaches and staff that is expected to be a member of a Voyageur Athletic Team. As a representative of Voyageur Athletics, you are held to the highest standard of athletic and academic excellence and being a member of a Portage College Team is a privilege!  
Portage College Student-athletes are expected to maintain a healthy athletic lifestyle focused on fitness, nutrition and training, which enhancing their competitive performance and allows them to perform at their highest levels. Remaining true to athletic excellence and top competitive performance, student-athletes are expected to commit to their team and team standards, including satisfactory academic performance.
The head coach of each athletic team is responsible to model, establish and implement rules and behaviour expectations. These rules and expectations must be consistent with athletic and academic excellence goals that enhance the reputation and image of Portage College as long as the individual remains part of the Athletic program. This applies both at competition and outside of competition. 
Voyageur athletic program staff are also expected to be dedicated to providing student-athletes with the tools to perform at their highest level, helping student-athletes maximize their potential by:
· Improving individual performance
· Decreasing injury potential
· Motivating athletic excellence
The Portage College Athletics’ program is committed to the following behaviour expectations for all student-athletes, team personnel and support personnel at all times:
· Your behaviour will enhance the image of the Athletic program and Portage within the community and around the College.  As an ambassador, your participation in community relation’s events is mandatory, as directed by the team coach and/or Manager, Recreation and Athletics.
· You will conduct yourself in the spirit of sporting behaviour and fair play in all situations.
· Your conduct will not compromise the reputation of teammates, coaches, the College or yourself at any time and under any circumstance.
· You will treat others with the utmost respect and dignity which would include, but not be limited to, the following:
· Elimination of sexist, racist or discriminatory language and/or behaviour.
· Elimination of hazing of any type
Hazing means any intentional, knowing or reckless act committed by a student, whether individually or in concert with other persons, against another student and in which both of the following apply:
I. The act was committed in connection with an initiation into, an affiliation with or the maintenance of membership in any organization that is affiliated with an education institution.
II. The act contributes to a substantial risk or potential injury, mental harm or causes physical injury, mental harm or personal degradation.


· You will not willfully damage the property of others which would include, but not be limited to, the following:
I. Hotel rooms or hotel establishment property
II. Other post-secondary institutions facilities (including arenas they might rent)
III. Transportation vehicles (e.g. van, car and bus)
IV. Portage College facilities (Locker rooms, dressing rooms, gym, campus housing, etc.) 
V. Portage College property (furniture, fitness equipment, etc.)
· You will conform to provincial and federal laws, as well as the regulations of Portage College stated in the Athletic Handbook, Student Accommodations Handbook and the Student Handbook
· You will maintain a healthy athletic lifestyle focused on fitness, nutrition and training that enhances your competitive performance allowing you to perform at your highest level. Remaining true to athletic excellence and top competitive performance, you are expected to abstain from the use of alcohol. Alcohol is not permitted during college sanctioned events, competition, practice, in team dressing rooms, in accommodations provided by Portage College while on overnight trips, or while traveling to and from competition on Portage College arranged transportation.
· Every student-athlete will complete the online CCES Canadian anti-doping program course. All athletes will follow the rules in the CCES CADP program https://cces.ca/anti-doping and will avoid any substances on the banned substances list regardless if that drug is legal (e.g. marijuana) or illegal in Canada https://cces.ca/banned-substances-and-methods. Additionally, student-athletes cannot be in possession of any drugs and/or drug paraphernalia under any circumstances. All allegations of drug use and /or possession will be investigated, and necessary steps will be taken, including no-notice drug testing of student-athletes. Drug testing can happen at any time during the course of the academic year. If a student-athlete supplies a positive test for a banned substance they will be suspended by CCES, CCAA, ACAC and Portage College for all competition and team access. The student-athlete will also be subject to further sanctions regarding the awarding of scholarships and awards.
Incidents brought to the attention of the Manager of Recreation & Athletics, or any other College staff member, will be investigated by the Portage College Athletic Tribunal. The Athletics Tribunal will include the Portage College President, as well as other College Executive. Disciplinary action will be decided by the Athletics Tribunal, whose decisions are final with no appeals. 		 



Being a student-athlete at Portage College is a privilege and my personal conduct reflects upon the sport I play, my teammates, opponents, coaches, college supporters and myself. To be a student-athlete at Portage College is to accept and adopt the concepts of fair play, respect, dignity, enjoyment, and honour in all aspects of my sport participation and personal conduct.
I will conduct myself in a manner in which my behaviour will not be considered a form of harassment, including comments and/or which is insulting, intimidating, hurtful, malicious, degrading, or otherwise offensive to an individual or group of individuals. As such, I agree to respect my fellow teammates by adhering to and upholding principles of not engaging in any form of hazing or any form of sexist, racist or discriminatory language and/or behaviour.
As a student-athlete, I am a representative of Portage College, and as such, I am expected to conduct myself at all times in an appropriate manner. Poor conduct and other such inappropriate behaviour reflect negatively on Portage College, as well as the Athletic program and will not be tolerated.
I will lead a healthy athletic lifestyle focused on enhancing my competitive performance allowing me to perform at my highest level both athletically and academically. I will remain true to athletic excellence and will not use alcohol during college sanctioned events, competition, during practice, in team dressing rooms, in accommodations provided for my team on overnight trips and while traveling to and from competition. At all other times, I will commit to my training program while refraining from use of alcohol.
I will not use illegal drugs or prescription drugs for recreational purposes. I will not be in possession of illegal drugs and/or drug paraphernalia under any circumstances. I will comply with the CCAA & ACAC rules in regard to the CCES Drug Policy and banned substances. I am aware that all allegations of illegal drug use and /or possession will be investigated, and necessary steps taken, including no-notice drug testing of student-athletes. I am aware that drug testing can happen at any time during the course of the academic year.
I am also aware that Portage College is unequivocally opposed to the use of banned or restricted substances or methods in contravention of the rules set forth by the CCAA, ACAC and the CCES governing body. As a student-athlete, I am also aware that Portage College is equally opposed to any encouragement of the use of such substances and methods by individuals in positions of leadership in amateur sport (i.e., coaches, managers, and medical staff) or by other student-athletes themselves.
I am aware that the Portage College Athletic Program has zero tolerance towards abuse of officials, and as a student-athlete it is my responsibility to respect officials at all events, tournaments, and games. It is also my responsibility to respect the coaching staff and the athletic Code of Conduct.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In addition, I am responsible for ensuring my behaviour is above reproach when occupying accommodations while representing Portage College. I am aware that I am personally responsible for any damages or charges that are assessed to the room in which I have been assigned. This includes hotels as well as Portage College accommodations. I am also responsible for the actions and/or behaviour of my guests.
Finally, I am aware that as a student-athlete at Portage College, failure to adhere to the Portage College Athlete Code of Conduct may result in a hearing before the Athletic Tribunal and could result in one of the following taking place:
· Written Warning
· Suspension from Competition
· Suspension from Team
· Dismissal from Team
· Removal from Academic Program & Withdrawal
Prior to signing this document, I have had an adequate opportunity to read the Code of Conduct and the Student-Athletes Handbook. I have had an opportunity to ask questions and they have been answered to my satisfaction.
